Narration:  

Each day, child will narrate the saints selection while Mom keyboards.  Then, she’ll illustrate.  Save and collect these into a  book.  If the child is able, use the narration daily for reading practice.  If you have several children at the stage where narration must be oral, alternate days when you record for each child.

Literature: D’Aulaire’s Book of Greek Myths.  The parent should read the selection aloud.  (Note:  please take the time to explain, on the very first day, that myths are fiction.  Read “in Olden Times” from D’Aulaire’s Book of Greek Myths aloud to all the children and be very clear in explaining what is Truth and what is myth.)  The child should narrate orally but it is not necessary to keyboard these as well as the above.

For the very youngest:  If D’Aulaire’s book is too difficult for your child to narrate, limit her narrating to the fables and look for other picture book versions of fables.  Have her narrate and draw pictures to go with the fables.  To introduce myths to the youngest children, Aliki’s book, The Gods of Olympus, has beautiful pictures.  Use it to introduce the myths that are in D’Aulaire’s book. The pictures are beautiful and well worth allowing time for all children to copy. Encourage even the youngest children to listen as you read D’Aulaire’s and other read alouds to older children.

Reading Practice

Pre-readers:  Play with word tiles from phonics work.  Work through Alphaphonics at a reasonable pace.  This usually does not mean one lesson a day, every day.  Watch your child and slow down when necessary.  For some children, supplementation with Explode the Code will be helpful. Spend a few minutes every day choral reading nursery rhymes.  Further explanations and suggestions for phonics and early reading can be found in Real Learning:  Education in the Heart of the Home (Foss).

Beginners:  The Beginner’s Bible

Read The Beginner’s Bible (Karyn Henley) with your child.  Read one story a day.  After reading, the child should dictate the story for you to type and print.  She can illustrate.  These pages should be saved into a notebook and used frequently for reading practice.  In the beginning, the parent will probably be reading the stories in the book to the child.  Over time, the child will read it herself.  When you reach the end of the book, begin again.  The second time around, the child will most likely be reading the stories.

Advanced Beginners: Child and parent read aloud Aesop for Children or D’Aulaire’s Book of Greek Myths every day.  If these are too challenging, have the child read from a clean, corrected, typewritten copy of his own narration of fables or myths.

Read Aloud:  Spend considerable time with the H. A. Rey astronomy books.  Listen to Jim Weiss CDs.

Read “in Olden Times” from D’Aulaire’s Book of Greek Myths aloud to all the children and be very clear in explaining what is Truth and what is myth.)  These selections lend themselves well to IEW Structure and Style lessons or to narration practice.  Children who are adept at dictating narrations should begin to write them.
