Venn Diagram  mini-book:

· Make a Venn diagram comparing 2 rainforests from different continents (ie Australian and Amazonian)

· Make a Venn diagram comparing your environment to the rainforest setting.

· Make a Venn diagram comparing Tropical rainforest and mid-latitude deciduous forest comparisons: plants, herbs, birds and mammals

*Make a bar chart comparing the rainfall amounts in different biomes    (to include a rainforest)


*Graph the rate of global deforestion.
Science

· Read about rainforest plants in the books above and at http://mbgnet.mobot.org/sets/rforest/plants/index.htm
· Using the small photos at the back of the One Small Square book, make small matchbooks with the picture on the front and the name inside.
· Make a large pocket that looks like Jan Brett’s Umbrella.  Using the images on www.janbrett.com, print all the rainforest animals introduced in the umbrella.  Cut and color them (just print in the size to fit in your pocket, not mural size).  Then, on the reverse, write five fast facts about the animal.
· Visit the Baltimore Aquarium.  The third floor is the rainforest.
· Make a terrarium to demonstrate the recycling of water.

· Layered book. Draw a picture of the rainforest on a piece of paper folded vertically.  Represent the canopy layer, the understory layer, the herbaceous layer and the forest floor.  Cut at each layer and open the flap; under each flap write a narration about that layer. [There is a graphic for this in the Evan-Moor science book. DIY option: print an image of the canopy layers from google, cut and paste onto the appropriate layers]
· Canopy layer: bromeliads and canopy animals

· Understory layer:  useful plants of the understory bamboo and palm

· the herbaceous layer: house plants from the rainforest 

· the forest floor:  soil nutrients, leaching and recycling

How Monkey’s Make Chocolate – read to learn about rainforest products and medicines.  Can make a two flap shutterfold bk as shown. (fold in half to center, cut away top half inch and label Food – Products.  Can cut and paste small graphics to front flaps.  Under each side flap make lists) 
Points to Ponder for Older children:
Make a four flap shutter book detailing the four causes of rainforest deforestation:

1. Population pressure and land distribution problems 

2. Logging 

3. Agriculture: crops and ranching 

4. Drug production

Make another shutter fold book detailing effects of Tropical Rainforest Deforestation

1. Loss of biodiversity

a. ethical implications 

b. practical implications (e.g. medicinal plants)

2. Soil erosion, sedimentation, and flooding. 

3. Weather pattern changes.

a. rainfall 

b. global warming

4. Loss of cultural diversity.

a. Loss of indigenous plant knowledge. 

b. Ethical implications of indigenous cultural destruction.
