Remember all of us gathered here before you.  You know how firmly we believe in you and dedicate ourselves to you.  We offer you this sacrifice of praise for ourselves and those who are dear to us.  We pray to you our living and true God, for our well-being and redemption.


In union with the whole Church we celebrate that day [ night ] when Jesus Christ, our Lord, rose from the dead in his human body.


We honor Mary, the ever-virgin mother of Jesus Christ our Lord and God.  We honor Joseph, her husband, the apostles and martyrs Peter and Paul, Andrew, James, John, Thomas, James, Philip, Bartholomew, Matthew, Simon and Jude; we honor Linus, Cletus, Clement, Sixtus, Cornelius, Cyprian, Lawrence, Chrysogonus, John and Paul, Cosmas and Damian and all the saints.  May their merits and prayer gain us your constant help and protection.


Father, accept this offering from your whole family and from those born into the new life of water and the Holy Spirit, with all their sins forgiven.  Keep them one in Jesus the Lord, and may their names be written in the book of life.


Grant us your peace in this life, save us from final damnation, and count us among those you have chosen.


Bless and approve our offering; make it acceptable to you, an offering in spirit and in truth.  Let it become for us the body and blood of Jesus Christ, your only Son, our Lord.
