 The triptych is the only XV century work bought in the XVIII century by the Corsini, for a derisory sum moreover (30 scudoes). Like the Berlin Last Judgement it can be dated to his last years, close in time to the frescoes in the Niccolina chapel. 

Originally in the church of Santa Maria degli Angioli in Florence. Angelico is more easily recognized in the "dance of Paradise" and in the saints, the Hell and the damned are by followers.
